Proving Daniel’s Prophecy Of 483 Years - From My Book, Page 115
(This document pertains to the 483-year period that is prophesied by Daniel the prophet in Daniel 9:25-26: 7 weeks plus 62 weeks equals 69 weeks of years, in total – from the time of “the commandment to restore and to build Jerusalem” [verse 25] until the time that Jesus would be “cut off, but not for Himself” [verse 26], which is the Crucifixion of Christ. The commandment pertains to the edict of King Artaxerxes I in his 20th year reigning unto Nehemiah, the King’s cup-bearer made Governor, which is recorded in Nehemiah 2:1-6.)

Quoting the Book, page 115:

A biblical “week”, as earlier explained in one of my former Chapters, is a period of 7 years; this is calculated by the prophetic “day for a year”, as is given in Numbers 14:33-34 and Ezekiel 4:4-6 (both earlier quoted). This period of 69 “weeks”, therefore, is a period of “69 times 7”, thus a total of “483 years”.

According to Daniel’s prophecy concerning the crucifixion of Christ, there are 483 years from Artaxerxes’ 20th year of his reign as king of Media-Persia until Jesus is to be crucified.

Artaxerxes I, the 6th king of the Median-Persian Empire, reigned from 465 B.C. to 424 B.C. (see the URL provided below); thus, his 20th year would have been the year 444 B.C. (unto 443 B.C.). Adding to that 483 years would be the year 37 A.D. (unto 38 A.D.).

Scholars place Jesus’ birth at 4 B.C., rather than at the turn of the Millennial and the beginning of A.D. (which means “Anno Domini”, or “in the year of our Lord”). See the explanation for this remark at the following URL:

Here is what that website states, quoting it verbatim, starting with its title:

Why Does The Bible Timeline show Birth of Christ as 4 BC?

The original year calculated by Dionysius Exiguus was incorrect although close. Matthew and Luke both place Christ’s birth just before the death of Herod the Great. Herod’s death occurred shortly after a lunar eclipse. Scholars assume this is the eclipse in March of 4BC putting Christ’s birth that year.
Therefore, 37 A.D. years minus 4 years puts Jesus’ death, at the time of the crucifixion, at 33 A.D.
 (End of Book citation)

I formerly stated that I’d mistaken this 483-year period by calculating the Timeline improperly; but, after careful re-consideration of these remarks, I find that I was absolutely accurate in this Timeline of the events of Jesus’ birth and death and of Artaxerxes I’s 20th year reigning going forward 483 years until Christ’s death by crucifixion!

As stated in my Book, 483 years forward from 444 B.C. would place the Crucifixion at 37 A.D.

Subtracting 4 years from that for the inaccuracy of the dating of Jesus’ birth would not only be reflected in dating the Crucifixion 4 years earlier, but it would do the very same thing in dating Artaxerxes I’s 20th year reigning at 4 years earlier. So, the Timeline remains the same, and the only thing that changes is the dating of Artaxerxes I’s reign, being that it would have been 4 years prior to that which is recorded, historically speaking!
Artaxerxes I reigned from 465 B.C. forward, and his 20th year reigning would have been 444 B.C.

The Timeline that is accurate would have to have been 4 years prior to that in both cases because of the inaccurate dating of Christ Jesus’ birth year!

Thus, 465 B.C. would have been 469 B.C. for the start of his reign, and 444 B.C. would have been 448 B.C. for his 20th year reigning. 448 B.C. to 449 B.C. would be the 20th year reign of Artaxerxes I.
Keep in mind that there is a 1-year period that is stated to be year 0000 by NASA; see this at the following URL:

Quoting this Webpage, there is this to be said for that year (bolded print emphasis is mine):

These dates are dates of Lunar Eclipses that occurred during that year. It is the year 0000, which precedes all the other 465 years that Artaxerxes I reigned, and which preceded year 444 B.C. in which he reigned his 20th year.
THEREFORE, year 448 B.C. is ACTUALLY the 449th year before Christ was born!
THUS, 449 years from Artaxerxes I’s 20th year reigning until the birth of Jesus PLUS 34 years of Jesus’ earthly lifespan (449 + 34, therefore) EQUATES TO A TOTAL OF 483 YEARS UNTIL 33 A.D. – which is when there is recorded an eclipse of the Moon, referred to as a Lunar Eclipse, which was a Partial Lunar Eclipse, on April 3rd, 33 A.D. – which coincides with the Passover Feast of that same year!

I contend that Jesus’ death was recorded as being in 37 A.D. – 483 years after Artaxerxes I’s 20th year reigning in the 445th year B.C., which was 449 B.C. accounting for the 4-year discrepancy of Jesus’ birth – which was actually 33 A.D. when accounting for that 4-year discrepancy in His birth. He died on Passover, according to the biblical narrative, and the Passover Lunar Eclipse occurred on April 3rd of 33 A.D. to validate that date of His Crucifixion!

The 1st Matter:
I wanted to add this explanation to the document for clarity:

If you are wondering how I derived the date of 449 B.C. for Artaxerxes I’s 20th year reigning, and 469 B.C. for the beginning of his reign, realize this:
Every single date that was given to every single event that took place in the times before Jesus Christ was born was dated contingent upon the date of His birth.

Therefore, when considering that His birth actually took place 5 years earlier – in 4 B.C., that is – then every single date given to every single event has to be dated 4 years earlier relevant to the birth year of Jesus!
Thus, since Artaxerxes I began to reign in 465 B.C. according to the date given in Wikipedia, his reign would have started in 469 B.C. instead. His 20th year, therefore, would have been from 444 B.C. to 445 B.C. according to the dating of scholars, but, based on the relevancy of Christ’s accurate birth year, his 20th year reign would have been 448 B.C. to 449 B.C.
Add to that the year 0000, and that would account for the 5th year B.C. (i.e., 4 B.C.) of Christ’s birth, so reasoning would follow that the date of Artaxerxes I’s 20th year reign would have been during the year 449 B.C. up until 450 B.C.

The 2nd matter:
I also want to add that Jesus’ birth was in 4 B.C., or possibly even 5 B.C., during a Lunar Eclipse that occurred in either of those years, according to the writings of Josephus, who records the account as occurring in the year that King Herod died. “Both Luke and Matthew mention Jesus’ birth as occurring during Herod’s reign (Luke 1:5; Matthew 2:1). Josephus relates Herod’s death to a lunar eclipse. This is generally regarded as a reference to a lunar eclipse in 4 B.C. Therefore it is often said that Jesus was born in 4 B.C.”
Later on in the article, there are these remarks:

“When Was Jesus Born? When Did Herod Die?
Q&C, BAR, January/February 2014
Professor John A. Cramer argues that Herod the Great most likely died shortly after the lunar eclipse of December 29, 1 B.C., rather than that of March 13, 4 B.C., which, as Cramer points out, is the eclipse traditionally associated with Josephus’s description in Jewish Antiquities 17.6.4 (Queries & Comments, “When Was Jesus Born?” BAR, July/August 2013) and which is used as a basis to reckon Jesus’ birth shortly before 4 B.C. Professor Cramer’s argument was made in the 19th century by scholars such as Édouard Caspari and Florian Riess.

There are three principal reasons why the 4 B.C. date has prevailed over 1 B.C. These reasons were articulated by Emil Schürer in A History of the Jewish People in the Time of Jesus Christ, also published in the 19th century. First, Josephus informs us that Herod died shortly before a Passover (Antiquities 17.9.3, The Jewish War 2.1.3), making a lunar eclipse in March (the time of the 4 B.C. eclipse) much more likely than one in December.

Second, Josephus writes that Herod reigned for 37 years from the time of his appointment in 40 B.C. and 34 years from his conquest of Jerusalem in 37 B.C. (Antiquities 17.8.1, War 1.33.8). Using so-called inclusive counting, this, too, places Herod’s death in 4 B.C.

Third, we know that the reign over Samaria and Judea of Herod’s son and successor Archelaus began in 4 B.C., based on the fact that he was deposed by Caesar in A.U.C. (Anno Urbis Conditae [in the year the city was founded]) 759, or A.D. 6, in the tenth year of his reign (Dio Cassius, Roman History 55.27.6; Josephus, Antiquities 17.13.2). Counting backward his reign began in 4 B.C. In addition, from Herod the Great’s son and successor Herod Antipas, who ruled over Galilee until 39 B.C., who ordered the execution of John the Baptist (Mark 6:14–29) and who had a supporting role in Jesus’ trial (Luke 23:7–12), we have coins that make reference to the 43rd year of his rule, placing its beginning in 4 B.C. at the latest (see Morten Hørning Jensen, “Antipas—The Herod Jesus Knew,” BAR, September/October 2012).

Thus, Schürer concluded that “Herod died at Jericho in B.C. 4, unwept by those of his own house, and hated by all the people.”
